Educational projects designed to support professional artists, educational
projects in the field of art with children as their target audience, exhibition projects aimed at
familiarizing with the artistic traditions of the indigenous peoples of the North, their popularization
and actualization in the modern context, as well as reconstruction projects and media projects are
identified and analyzed. An assessment of the significance of these projects for society as a whole, as
well as for specific ethnic groups, is given.
